meet requirements) 

3. Fifty percent attendance for youth group and 

training hour from Sept. 2011 through May 2012. 

(Certain spiritual events count as extra credit, & if 

you attend another church, that attendance may 

count as CBF Training Hour attendance (Please ask)! 

Payment Schedule: 

1.  $50.00 non-refundable down payment due Sunday, February 19th, 2012 

2.  $100.00 payment due Sunday, April 15th, 2012 

3.  $100.00 payment due Sunday, June 3rd, 2012 (if there are additional costs, it will be added to final 

payment)

leading.  We can take a total of 20 people!  First 15 students to sign up & meet requirements are guaranteed spots.
